I’m a very clever boy. Mum says that when my brain “networked” back together a genius was created. I’m sure she’s right, Mum’s know everything.

My name is Alf Cunneen and I’m 4 years old. I was named after my Grandad, Alf Cunneen. I call him “Da” and only just recently I have been able to say “Grandad”., although I still call him Da. I’m big and strong just like him.

Over the years I haven’t said a lot, but lately I just can’t keep quiet. I still “sign” with my hands and use visuals to help me communicate but talking is so much easier. It can be frustrating when adults don’t understand what I am saying, if only they could keep up.

I walked on my own on the 18th March 2008. When I walked I just kept walking. Mum and Dad were stunned and didn’t think I’d do it the next day. I showed them. I’ve had a few falls but with my Physiotherapist Therese and some botox I’m falling less and walking better. Mum wishes she could have some botox on her face!! I think she looks great without it.

I had no choice but to be left handed. I’m very strong and can throw a ball really high up over fences or on roofs. My occupational therapist Holly says I have great “hand-eye” co-ordination and that I’m going to be great at any sport I decide to play.

I go to Just Kids Day Care centre five days a week. I have several girlfriends. My teacher is Elizabeth and my carer is Samantha. My classroom is upstairs so I have to walk carefully making sure I hang on and concentrate on the job at hand. I’m so good at it that I might try it with my eyes closed just to scare everyone.

I go to Early Intervention two mornings a week. My mate Levi is there and Ben is soon to join our group. Us guys get to catch up and hang out. The three of us have cerebral palsy. Each one of us is better at something than the other, just like kids without cerebral palsy.

I play Futsal every Saturday morning. Coach Steve is the best coach and he thinks I improve every week. Sometimes he says I’m on “fire”, that’s how good I’ve got. My friends Damian and Zac are on my team. I’m going to be our goalie.

I love the Wiggles. When I grow up I want to be just like Murray. I don’t hold a guitar like everyone else, but I can sure belt out the same tunes.

I start school in 2011. We have already started to orgainse this big event in my parent’s life. They just want things to run smoothly, I can’t wait to make new friends. I’m already in training for our cross country and sports day. I love to run. I run like a crab so I hope crabs runs fast!! I love saying on my mark and then I’m off, nothing but dust behind me.
