Hi I’m Morgan Trimble, I am 4 years old and I have right side hemiplegia .  I had a stroke at birth because I was way too big for my mum  and as a result  I have extensive damage to my left brain, but I am a miracle as there is not much that I can’t do. I am the little feather weight princess in my family and dance and sing all day.
1.  I love Kindy.  I get up every day nice and early, usually by 6am just to ask my mum if I have Kindy today.  When she says no, I ask my dad.  When he says no I put on my ballet shoes and costume and begin dancing for the day.

2. In November last year I performed in my first dance concert at the age of 3.  Everyone said I stole the show.  I knew the dances better than the bigger girls. I did two dances with my big sister Kara and other big girls and my little sister Sophie cheered from the audience and my Grandma had to take her outside because she was so noisy.

3. I love Holly.  When I get to go to Cairns to see Holly I can’t wait.  She is my best friend and helps me to do things that other kids can do.  I hope that I can see her when I start Prep next year, because there are lots of things at Prep that will be really hard for me to do.  It will be very sad when I can’t go to CDU anymore.

4. I love to ride my horse Astrid.  I muster the cows and Dad walks along beside me.  Sometimes I have to go on the 4 wheeler with Mum because I share my horse with my sisters.

5. I love my sisters.  We were born very close together and sleep in the same bed most nights.  They are really fast runners and let me win sometimes.  We dance and sing and play lots of games all of the time.  We fight some days and Mum gets mad at us and sends us to play in the cubby.  My big sister Kara helps me lots.  She does things that most sisters don’t.  She puts my shoes and socks on and helps me climb on the swing set.  She is very strong.  My little sister Sophie and I love to play mums and babies when Kara is at school.
6. On Tuesday and Thursday afternoons my sisters and I go and help my Dad with the under 14’s football training.  Some days I stay home and chill out on the couch.  I love to watch TV uninterrupted and watch what I want.
7. My Dad teaches me how to do boxing.  I have to use both hands and this is really hard because my ‘girlfriend’ (hemi arm) doesn’t do what she is told and sometimes I hit my Dad instead of the pads that he holds for me.  Then I get the giggles.  Sometimes he falls to the ground and lies there for a long time.
8.  My Grandma Dora is my personal Bowen Therapist and whenever my ‘girlfrend’ gets tight and sore my Grandma Dora fixes her straight away.  She takes away my sick head (headaches) and then I don’t have to get a ‘silly head’ (mild seizers).
9. I can now ride my bike and big sisters scooter, of course with my tutu and ballet shoes on.  When I fall off,  I fall really hard and need a bandaid.  I fall over lots because of my ‘goomy’ leg is weaker than my good leg.
10. I love Pink and want to sing and dance on stage like her.  My Mum and Dad said that I can do anything if I really want to, because I’m very determined and was never meant to do most of the things that I can.
